Matthew 10:7-8

7 As you go, proclaim this message: ‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.’ 8 Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out demons. Freely you have received; freely give.

St. John Chrysostom's Homily XXXII on Matthew reflects:

Seest thou the greatness of their ministry? Seest thou the dignity of apostles? Of nothing that is the object of sense are they commanded to speak, nor such as Moses spake of, and the prophets before them, but of some new and strange things. For while the former preached no such things, but earth, and the good things in the earth, these preached the kingdom of Heaven, and whatever is there.

And not from this circumstance only were these the greater, but also from their obedience: in that they shrink not, nor are they backward, like those of old; but, warned as they are of perils, and wars, and of those insupportable evils, they receive with great obedience His injunctions, as being heralds of a kingdom. After this, to make them trustworthy, He saith, "Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, cast out devils: freely ye have received, freely give."

Reflecting on excerpts from Matthew 9:36-10:8, we learn of Christ's blessing of the Apostles and the beginning of the priesthood with the key element (as an Apostle) to give freely. This is the foundation of Stewardship and as our home is also a Church, we exercise the ministry of priesthood within our own home, acting as good and faithful Stewards.
