One of our parishioners recently discussed the process that families now go through to determine which college their child will attend.

ACT's and SAT's, computer programs that show the average GPA at each university, guidance counselors, completing applications, on-site visits to the campuses, college preparation consultants - this is one that really made an impact - thousands of dollars so that someone else can do all of the work for you.

 

Reflecting on the time that most of the adults in our parish attended college - you took the exams (not much preparation, just bring your #2 pencils), completed the application and waited - waited for the either the acceptance or rejection, but you waited.

 

When you think about the financial commitment, time and effort that focuses on this one event, although important, one must ask how much time do we spend when it comes to the financial commitment, time and effort related to our Church. Is God waiting for our acceptance or rejection. Have we gone through a laborious process to prepare for Judgment Day. At least with the college selection process, their is a defined time but with our salvation, it is what we must prepare for on a daily basis!
