An Overview of Ministry Sunday

During the ecclesiastical year, it is beneficial to include a focus on ministries as an important component of Stewardship – especially Time and Talents.

Each parish should identify those ministries that are most critical (please refer the Sample Ministries description) and have a representative available to be responsible for this ministry. Tables can be set up in the parish hall that will include:

· A sign identifying the ministry
· A sign-up sheet for those interested (see the sample)
· A description of the ministry
· Additional handouts or information related to the ministry (for example, if the ministry is Prosphora baking, you can have the pamphlet that describes this ministry, the recipe, a description of the Proskimide service and a schedule related to Prosphora baking classes at the parish)
· The representative responsible for the ministry should be at the table as well.

This is a very successful way of reaching out to the parishioners and identifying the areas where they can help the parish. This is usually completed during the fellowship or coffee hour after the Liturgy and can also include a brief presentation by the Clergy on the importance of our Time and Talents.
