The Gospel of The Parable of the Talents is one that can never be reflected on too often and discusses our Stewardship of Time, Talents and Treasures.

St. Gregory the Great says... "this Gospel would have us consider that those of us who receive more gifts than others in this world will be judged more strictly by it's Creator. For according as the gifts increase, the account demanded will be more exacting; therefore a man should be more humble and use his gift more diligently in God's service." He also says "It will be given to him who already has and he shall abound, for everyone who has the gift of charity receives other gifts besides. But he who has not the gift of charity will lose even those gifts which he seemed to have. So it is necessary, brethren, that charity should be the motive of all of your actions - no idler is completely deprived of talent, one receives the gift of intelligence, another receives worldly wealth and another, the craft with which he earns his livelihood."

This reflection summarizes the fact that we are all different but created in the image of God - we all have different Talents, but are expected by God to use them - we all have very different ways that we can contribute to our parish but it is necessary for us to contribute! As we have read in the parable as well as the scripture of the Widow's Mite - it is the sacrifice we make for our Church that pleases God and prepares us for our salvation.
